“Requesting that all the member entities of the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures acknowledge and support, both in their country of origin and in international bodies that they may be party to, the struggle for Guam’s self-determination and the decision of the People of Guam that may come of any plebiscite.”

WHEREAS, the United States placed Guam on the United Nations list of Non-Self Governing Territories in 1946, and Guam is still identified as such at both a national and international level; and 


 WHEREAS, the Non-Self Governing Territory of Guam has embarked on a serious effort to address their political status through the ascribed processes of the United Nations and the United States Congress; and


WHEREAS, the Republic of the Marshall Islands; the Republic of Palau; the Republic of Nauru, the Republic of Kiribati, and the Federated States of Micronesia, which is composed of the States of Yap, Chuuk, Kosrae and Pohnpei, are all acknowledged as members of the United Nations, where they either participate or are able to participate as independent countries, and take part in important votes regarding the direction of the United Nations in regards to the decolonization of the Non-Self Governing Territory of Guam;  and


WHEREAS, Guam seeks the aid and endorsement of our APIL brothers and sisters during the United Nations process; and


WHEREAS, in every arena where issues regarding a path to Guam’s self determination, the People and Government of Guam request the full support of our Pacific family; now, therefore,
Be it Resolved by the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures, 30th General Assembly, Republic of Palau, June 15-17, 2011, that the APIL hereby requests and encourages the APIL member entities to promote, recognize, and work to support Guam’s path and choices toward self-determination at local, national and international levels, and the decision of the People of Guam that may come of any plebiscite; and
BE IT FURTHER REOLVED that the APIL President shall certify, and the APIL Secretary shall attest to the adoption hereof and that copies of the same shall be transmitted to the Chief Executives and Legislative Presiding Officers of each member jurisdiction of the Association of the Pacific Island Legislatures.
