BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that APIL encourages the UN conventions and specialized agencies, such as UNFCCC and ICAO, to make efforts to allow for Taiwan’s meaningful participation in their meetings, activities and mechanisms; and
BE IT FURTHER REOLVED that the APIL President shall certify, and the APIL Secretary shall attest to the adoption hereof and that copies be transmitted to the Honorable Timothy Chin-tien Yang, Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of China, the Honorable Christiana Figueres, Executive Secretary of the UNFCCC, the Honorable Raymond Benjamin, Secretary General of ICAO, and to the Chief Executives and Legislative Presiding Officers of each member jurisdiction of the Association of the Pacific Island Legislatures.
