WHEREAS, a welcoming atmosphere at the airports of the CNMI is essential to the tourism industry in the CNMI; now, therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED by the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures, 30th General Assembly, Republic of Palau, June 15-17, 2011, that the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures hereby requests that the APIL member jurisdictions encourage the United States Customs and Border Protection and the Transportation Security Administration to assist the CNMI’s tourism industry by creating a welcoming atmosphere at all federalized ports of entry in the CNMI; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the APIL President shall certify, and the APIL Secretary shall attest to the adoption of this Resolution and that copies of the same shall be transmitted to the Chief Executives and Legislative Presiding Officers of each member jurisdiction of the Association of the Pacific Island Legislatures.
