“Pledging the cooperation of the member entities of the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures and encouraging parties to the Nauru Agreement and the Western and Central Pacific Fisheries Commission, “Tuna Commission”, to address the decline in the stocks of highly migratory fish and to work together to preserve the stocks of highly migratory fish at sustainable levels.”


WHEREAS, Asian and Pacific countries, and countries all over the world, have a great interest in safeguarding the natural resources of the ocean, especially the world-wide stock of highly migratory fish; and

WHEREAS, advances in fishing technology and increased demand for fish have led to the ever greater harvests of the world-wide stock of highly migratory fish; and

WHEREAS, because of the large numbers of migratory fish that are taken from the ocean every year, a decrease in the level of highly migratory fish has already been observed by the scientific and environmental communities; and

WHEREAS, a failure to address this decline or to modulate fishing practices could lead to a collapse of the world-wide stock of highly migratory fish; now therefore,

BE RESOLVED by the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures, 30th General Assembly, Republic of Palau, June 15-17, 2011, that the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures pledges to take affirmative steps and encourages the parties to the Nauru Agreement and the Western and Central Pacific Fisheries Commission, “Tuna Commission”, to address the decline of highly migratory fish stocks and to work together to preserve the health of highly migratory fish stocks at sustainable levels; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the APIL President shall certify, and the Secretary shall attest to the adoption hereof and that certified copies of this Resolution shall be transmitted to the Chief Executives and Legislative Presiding Officers of each member jurisdiction of the Association of Pacific Island Legislatures.
